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Dear Parish Family, 
 

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of 

the Lord.  For us as Catholics, baptism is not only 

a Sacrament of the Church, but baptism is life. 

St. Gregory of Nazianzen, whose feast day was 

Saturday, January 2nd, explains baptism by a 

number of words.  First, he claims that the 

Sacrament of Baptism is ñGodôs most beautiful 

and magnificent gift to usé  He calls it ógiftô 

because by our coming to the waters of baptism, 

the act of baptism is conferred upon us who bring 

nothing of our own.  He calls baptism, ógraceô 

because it is given to us who inherit a darkened 

intellect, a proclivity to selfishness and inherited 

suffering.  By baptism, sin is buried in the water 

and we are anointed because it is priestly and 

royal as are those anointed.  St. Gregory refers to 

baptism as óenlightenmentô because the newborn 

saint radiates light and is called throughout oneôs 

life to bring the light of Christ to the world.  St. 

Gregory refers to Baptism as óclothing,ô so as to 

be seen and loved by the Father what he sees and 

loves in His Son.  St. Gregory refers to baptism as 

a óbathô because it washes and most importantly, 

the Sacrament of Baptism is a óseal.ô  The 

Sacrament places the indelible seal on our soul as 

our guard and the sign of Godôs lordship. 
 

This particular Feast of the Baptism of the Lord 

should help us to recall our own Baptismal date.  

Not only should we celebrate our physical birth 

day, but also by cultivating our Catholic culture at 

home, could we not also celebrate, if not make an 

important effort to celebrate, the day that we were 

born into the life of the Church as baptized, 

members of Christôs own body?   

Baptism is for us the beginning of our life in Christ.  

It is the beginning of our hope. Throughout the 

Baptismal Rite, the liturgy speaks of the gift of faith 

that is given and it is through this gift that we await 

ñeternal lifeò - the true life which whole and 

unthreatened, in all its fullness is simply life. Jesus, 

who said that he had come so that we might have life 

and have it in its fullness, in abundance (cf. John 

10:10), has also explained to us what ñlifeò means: 

ñthis is eternal life, that they know you the only true 

God and Jesus Christ whom you have sentò (John 

17:3). Life in its true sense is not something we have 

exclusively in or from ourselves: it is a relationship. 

And life in its totality is a relationship with him who 

is the source of life. If we are in relation with him 

who does not die, who is Life itself and Love itself, 

then we are in life. It is then in Christ, that St. Paul 

claims, ñwe live and move and have our 

being!ò  (Acts 17:28)
