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Dear Parish Family, 
 

Welcome to Ordinary Time!  We began with 

Ordinary Time Monday, January 11th and we‘ll end 

Ordinary Time to begin Lent on the 16th of February.  

We pick back up with Ordinary Time after the Easter 

Season on Monday May 24, 2010, the day after the 

Feast of Pentecost. 
 

Apart from the seasons in the Church that have their 

own distinctive character, for example, Advent-

Christmas, Lent-Easter, Trinity Sunday or Pentecost, 

there remains in the yearly cycle the majority of 

weeks that we refer to as ―Ordinary.‖  Ordinary Time 

does not necessarily celebrate a particular mystery of 

Christ, but rather, these particular days are devoted 

to the mystery of Christ in all of its fullness.   
 

One of the overriding biblical themes throughout 

both the Old and the New Testaments is how God 

the Father speaks of His people in marital terms.  In 

the first reading we hear, ―As a bridegroom rejoices 

in his bride, so shall your God rejoice in you.‖ The 

prophet Isaiah‘s words intend to demonstrate how 

much God delights in human life, in the people that 

God has created. He rejoices in us as a ‗husband 

does with his new and beautiful bride.‘ God gives 

himself to us as a bridegroom is called to do for his 

beloved. He protects and defends us, and leads us to 

the life that never ends. 

In the Our Father, we pray, ―forgive us our sins as 

we forgive those who trespass against us.‖  In that 

phrase; in this petition, we are asking God a couple 

of things, but the overall point that I would like to 

make here is that we are asking God to help us be 

more God - like.   
 

If God is like a groom, we are to be like a bride.  All 

of us would agree that fidelity in the marriage bond 

is the most important of things.  If God is giving 

himself totally to you and to me, then the invitation 

remains for us to give ourselves totally in return.  

We must not withhold our hearts and minds from 

the Lord.  A common fear is that the Lord will ask 

too much.  That one would have to ―change‖ too 

much to follow the Son.  Be not afraid!  Do not 

fear!  Start small and be open.  Soon you will see 

that you are able to be an instrument in the hand of 

the Lord, for the good of others, for the vulnerable, 

for your family, your children and your children‘s 

children.  We are called to be extraordinary in all 

the Ordinary Time because the presence of Jesus 

fills our every moment.  May the God of all 

Goodness fill us with the joy of His presence in this 

Ordinary Time to make our everyday lives, ones 

lived in extra-ordinary holiness.
