This week is a ñ5th Sunday of the Monthò whereby we take a second collection for the Society of St. Vincent de 

Paul.   Money donated to St. Vincent de Paul is money given to those most in need.  Money given to the parish 

(i.e. collection basket) goes toward repair and maintenance, lights, water, to pay for staff salaries, ministry to and 

for parishioners, things used for worship, outreach, and to offset any outstanding costs for our Kindergarten/

Preschool.  On average the parish needs $40,000 a week to cover operation costs. 
 

A quarterly ñ5th Sunday Collectionò is the primary way that the Society is funded to help those who seek financial 

assistance during difficult times in their lives.      As Catholics, we have often donated to or at least heard about the 

Society of St. Vincent de Paul.  Those who work in the Society at a parish are sometimes referred to as 

ñVincentians.ò  These are men and women who not only seek to serve the poor but, strive to grow spiritually by 

offering person-to-person service to individuals in need.
