Volunteers are
needed to join the prayer line and/or provide a meal
or other helpful service during a time of need. (Time
commitment: minimal)

HOMEROOM PARENTS Homeroom parents work with
the teachers to enhance the school day for the stu-
dents. They assist the teacher wherever help is
needed and meet with the Director on a monthly ba-
sis. (Time commitment: 2-4 hours per month)

WELCOMING COMMITTEE Through a
variety of ways, this committee works to
inform and make new families feel wel-
comed by our school community. Volun-
teers will be needed in assisting with
courtyard gatherings on a monthly basis.
(Time commitment: moderate)

LIBRARY Volunteers are needed in the
development and organization of the li-
brary. This is a very flexible time commit-
ment. Volunteers can help as little or as
much as they are able to commit.

PLAYGROUND Volunteers are needed dur-
ing recess to supervise the children while
at play. (Time commitment: Ranges from
regular monthly to one time help)

EXTRA EARNINGS COMMITTEE In addi-
tion to keeping our existing programs run-
ning, this committee is responsible for
investigating possible new programs. (Time
commitment: Ranges from regular monthly
to one time help)

SPRING EVENTS Our spring events in-
clude: Winter Wonderland, Donuts with
Dad, Muffins with Mom, Spring Fling, and
Water Day. Volunteers are needed to as-
sist with set-up and clean-up for all these
events. (Time commitment: 2-4 hours per
event)

CTODP COMMITTEE Many volunteers are
needed to work within our community from
October through December. Please con-
tact the Director for more information.
(Time commitment: 2-4 hours per month)

SCHOLASTIC BOOK ORDERS Each
teacher will need one volunteer fo help
with the classroom Scholastic Book Or-
ders.
