FR. JESS

This weekend Jesus is teaching how to be prepared
for his Second Coming. How to be vigilant? Humble
waiting for God must be our attitude by following
his commandments.

According to Prophet Malachi: “All the proud and
evildoers will be burned... but for you who fear my
name, there will arise the Sun of Justice with its
healing rays.”

One night, a young woman came to
see St. Faustina Kowalska and
informed her she needed

prayers. St. Faustina prayed at once, "but her spirit did not
leave me. Then | thought to myself, 'if you are a good spirit,
leave me in peace and the indulgence | gain tomorrow will
be for you.' At that moment, the spirit left my room and |
recognized that she was in purgatory."”

Prior to becoming pope, St. St Gregory the Great came
upon a monk who was ill and dying named Justus. Justus,
stating that he felt he was past all hope, confessed that he
hid 3 crowns of gold in his room (a sin due to vow of
poverty). The monks found the crowns and reported back
to Gregory, who was taken aback by this serious sin. He
ordered that no one may visit Justus, hoping the grief
would cause him to repent, which he did. When Justus
passed, St. Gregory ordered 30 days of masses to be said
for Justus even though he repented prior to his death. He
stated "It is a now a good since while our brother which has
departed, has remained in the torments of fire, and
therefore we must show some charity so that we may
procure his delivery; so that not one day pass in which, for
his absolution and discharge, the healthful sacrifice (of the
mass) be not offered."

Later Justus appeared to one of his brother monks and told
him "Hitherto have | been in bad case, but now | am well;
for this day | have received the communion." He was out of
purgatory and able to enter heaven. St. Gregory attested "
they diligently counting the days, found it to be that in
which 30th sacrifice was offered for his soul."

Brother and sisters, we may never hear or see a soul in
purgatory, but we are no less responsible to pray for them,
to offer many masses for them and never forget them.
Offer up annoyances without complaining. Pray a rosary for
them. Say short prayers like ,"Jesus have mercy on the
souls in purgatory"”. You will more than likely be a soul in
purgatory one day just as millions of your brothers and
sisters in Christ are currently in the flames. Never cease to
pray for all, whether you know them or not, whether
someone hurt you or not, every day. This merciful charity
on your part is very pleasing to our Master, Jesus.
