Dear Family of God, 

“Fear no one,” is the message of Jesus in our 
Gospel this weekend.

Imagine Mary taking you by the hand and walking you to 
the cross.  You look up and see Jesus nailed and  suffering. 
Then, his body turns to a consecrated host, and an angel 
appears to administer Him to you.  You fall to your knees 
and receive Jesus on your tongue.  Wow! 
 

Are you aware that during the consecration at Mass, the 
EXACT same thing is happening? 
 

The foot of the cross is the altar, and the altar is the foot of 
the cross.  They are one and the same. 
 

The host becomes Jesus and is offered to the Father as the 
perfect sacrifice that we can never make.   It must be God 
sacrificing God to God.  We could never make a perfect 
sacrifice.  We are too little, too human and too imperfect.   
 

Many Catholics do not know this.  Christ's sacrifice is made 
PRESENT (not past) at every Mass.  His same sacrifice 
happens each time there is a Holy Mass, no exceptions.  He 
becomes the Eucharist every time. (Makes you wonder how 
anyone could receive without reverence.) The altar is where 
the church stands in that mystery, where His body and 
blood become present, and where the faithful receive the 
fruit of the sacrifice. 
 

This is profound to consider.  This is why we do not arrive 
late or leave early.  This is why we arrive in plenty of time to 
be still and contemplative, not to converse.   This is so 
profound that preparation is necessary in silent time prior 
to Mass, being in a state of grace, being attentive during the 
liturgy and profoundly uniting with Him as you walk back to 
your seat and kneel and just let Him enter your heart.  We 
must ALWAYS receive the Eucharist at the moment it is 
given.  It is desecration to take the host back to your seat, 
or anywhere.  Receive and consume the host IMMEDIATELY  
while at the altar. 
 

Today, and at each Mass, you must understand that 
EXTREME reverence must be given.  Why would you doubt 
that He wants to unite with YOU this intensely?  Why would 
anyone not be reverent?

Core idea: Mary brings joy by delivering the faithful from 
danger.                                                                              
Vignette: Medieval chronicles from France, Spain, and 
Italy tell a popular story in which three Christian knights, 
captured and imprisoned by Muslim forces, prayed to the 
Blessed Virgin. Mary appeared, broke their chains, and led 
them out of captivity. Their sudden liberation was 
celebrated as a “joy” granted by Our Lady, and shrines 
and images invoking her as “Notre Dame de Joie / 
Madonna della Gioia / Señora de la Alegría” spread across 
Europe.                                                                                 
                
This is why the title appears in medieval Marian litanies, 
miracle books, and devotional art. (This medieval 
background is not tied to any Vatican-approved 
apparition; it is a devotional title arising from miracle 
tradition.)
